Documentation Guidelines  

 

Welcome to the office of Disability Support Services (DSS) at Jacksonville University (JU). To be 

eligible for services at the DSS, a student must satisfy the definition of a disability as established 

by the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1973. Section 504 defines a disability as a 

condition which substantially limits one or more major life activities such as 

learning, walking, seeing, hearing, breathing, caring for oneself, and working. To 

be eligible for accommodations, a student must provide appropriate documentation of each 

disability that demonstrates an accompanying substantial limitation to one or more major life 
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Basic Documentation Guidelines 

 

 Documentation should be in the form of a psycho-educational or 

neuropsychological report.  

 A written summary or background information about the student’s educational, 

medical, and/or family history that relates to a learning disability must be 

included. 

 Relevant test scores must be included and interpreted within the body of the 

report. 

 A specific learning disability must be clearly diagnosed utilizing DSM IV-V codes 

and explained in writing.  

 

Documentation Guidelines for verification of Learning Disabilities 

It is unacceptable to administer just one test for the purpose of diagnosis. Minimally, 

the domains to be addressed should include (but not limited to) the following test 

measures: 

Aptitude: The evaluation must utilize an adult scale. The Wechsler Adult Intelligence 

Scale-III (WAIS-III) is the preferred instrument. 

Achievement: Current levels of academic functioning in all aspects of reading, 

mathematics, and written language are required. The Wide Range Achievement Test 

(WRAT) is NOT a comprehensiv
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
