Income Security Act of 1974 (ERISA).

Flexible Spending Account claims incurred under the terms of the plan.

The plan has insurance contracts with Florida Combined Life, Humana Insurance
Company, Standard Insurance Company, American Heritage Life Insurance Company,
Professional Insurance Company and Colonial Life & Accident Insurance Company to
pay certain Dental, PPO contract, Vision, Life insurance, Accidental Death and
Dismemberment, Voluntary Life, Voluntary AD&D, Long-term disability, Temporary
disability, Voluntary Worksite Cancer, Heart/Stroke, Voluntary Worksite claims incurred
under the terms of the plan. The total premiums paid for the plan year ending
